Shopping in general

shop assistant, shopkeeper, cashier- pokladní, customer, consumer

self-service shop, shopping area, supermarket, shopping centre, shopping mall, marketplace, market stall – stánek, flea market – bleší trh, junk shop – vetešnictví, second-hand shop, pawnshop - zastavárna

to do the shopping, shopping list, to go window-shopping, to look for st., to try to find st.,to have run out of st., to be out of, to be sold out, it is hard to get, it is not available, in great demand x in short supply – velká poptávka x malá nabídka
self-service system – you go in, pick up a basket, wire basket, trolley – vozík, walk around the shop and choose what you want, at the exit there is a cash desk and the cashier where you pay with/by credit card, by cheque or /in/ cash

rows of shelves – řady regálů, queue/line, to queue for/to stand in  line for – stát ve frontě na
shoplifter – zloděj v obchodě, pickpocket - kapsář, to take in/to cheat  - podvádět, Have you ever been taken in?, to rip sb off – ošidit

opening hours, closing time, stocktaking – inventura

Shops

baker’s (pastry, cakes, sponge biscuits, rolls, crackers, crisps)

butcher’s (meat, sausages, salami, tinned meat) 

dairy (milk, yoghurt, butter, cheese, cream, whipped cream, cottage cheese, processed cheese)

fishmonger´(fish), grocer’s (foodstuffs: meat, pastry, fish, milk, cheese, jam, sugar, salt, flour,…)

greengrocer’s (fruit and vegetables),  florist’s (flowers, plants)

confectioner’s / sweet shop (sweets, ice-cream, cakes)

chemist’s (soap, washing powder, perfume, medicine, make-up, sunglasses)

jeweller’s (ring, earring, bracelet, necklace, watch), watchmaker’s (watch, alarm clock)

stationer’s / paper shop ( paper, note-books, pens, pencils), newsagent’s (newspapers, magazines)

bookshop, second-hand bookshop, toy shop, pet shop (pets),  record shop, camera shop, gift shop, hat shop  (hat, cap, scarf), china shop (china, pottery, coffee set), fancy goods (luxurious), sports goods

clothes, men’s wear, ladies´ wear, draper’s (textile, fabrics), ready-made clothes – konfekce, leather goods, shoe shop, haberdasher’s (buttons, needles, threads) – galanterie, hosier’s – punčochové zboží 

ironmonger’s / hardware (nails, tools, hammer) – železářství, electrical appliances (iron, razor, stereo)

household utensils / equipment (pots, kettles, graters, strainers, cutlery)

tobacconist’s (cigarettes, cigars, matches), card shop (postcards, Christmas cards, letter paper)

off-licence (wine, beer, alcohol), wine-merchant (alcoholic drinks of all kinds)

D-I-Y shop (tools, wood, timber, iron), furniture shop, glassware (glass, cups, mugs, jugs)

optician’s , antiques, charity shop

Prices, payments, reductions
to pay in cash x by cheque x by/with credit card, to spend money on - utratit za něco peníze, to save money on – ušetřit na něčem, bargain – výhodná koupě, pricelist – ceník, expensive/dear but worth the price – drahý, ale stojící za to, inexpensive/cheap, reasonable – rozumný
